2. Main areas of responsibility :

The Unit in charge of enforcing antitrust policy in the media and sport sector, is looking for an experienced official.  Good knowledge of EC competition law and of the recent economic and legal developments in competition matters will be an advantage. He/she will deal with complaints and/or own-initiative procedures under Articles 101, 102 and/or 106 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU). Key issues currently being dealt with by the Unit include the sale of media rights, digitisation initiatives (cinema equipment, books), collective rights management, advertising (including online advertising), competition aspects linked to the transition from analogue to digital broadcasting services and antitrust aspects of sport. 

The Unit co-operates closely with other parts of DG Competition and Commission services such as DG MARKT, DG INFSO and DG EAC. There are also frequent contacts with national competition authorities.
Case-handlers (individually or as part of a team) are responsible for dealing with a number of cases, following cases from the initial investigation to the assessment until the adoption of a formal Commission decision. The work involves extensive contacts with companies, their advisors, national authorities and other Commission services. Case-handlers are expected to contribute to general discussions within the Unit and DG COMP on the development of competition policy in the sectors concerned.
