2. Main areas of responsibility : 
· To assist in strategic policy development in the areas of drug supply reduction covered by the Commission directly or within the context of its role as coordinator and facilitator of the EU Action Plans on Drugs
· To prepare Commission initiatives and to coordinate the follow-up of grant requests and resulting projects within the illicit drugs trafficking section of the Commission's programme on "Prevention of and the fight against crime".  This section is designed to promote coordination, cooperation and mutual understanding between law enforcement agencies in the EU, as well as other national authorities and related bodies in the field of anti-drugs policies.

· To provide policy and administrative support in the area of supply reduction activities undertaken by Unit JLS/D3.  This includes the development, or the promotion thereof, of methods and tools necessary for preventing and combating drug supplies, such as the development of regional anti-drug security platforms (West Africa, Western Balkans, etc.).

· The assist in the coordination of the Commission's activities in the prevention of the diversion of precursors and related issues through close cooperation with the lead departments on this issue.

· To assist and advise the Head of Unit JLS/D3 in managing, coordinating and implementing the above, and to keep him informed of developments in the field.
3. Main qualifications :
