	Nature of the tasks:

	
	

	
	The seconded national expert contributes to the co-ordination of the European judicial training strategy in line with the Commission Communication “A new dimension to European Judicial Training” (COM(2011)551) and to the progressive development of European judicial training activities in the EU. This includes pro-active co-operation and communication with stakeholders, in particular judicial training providers at EU level (namely the European Judicial Training Network - EJTN) and national level. The SNE will also work closely with representatives of the legal professions at EU level and of Member States in the training area to ensure that the EU objectives to train legal practitioners adequately in EU law and to promote mutual trust are fulfilled in time. He/she will notably be involved in the follow-up of the 2019 evaluation of the European judicial training strategy, the possible preparation of a new strategy, the possible publication of the yearly statistical report on European judicial training and in EU grant/procurement procedures to support European judicial training.

He/she may also be asked to contribute to the criminal law activities of the Unit, such as drafting policy or legislative proposals on substantive criminal law, implementation of Union legislation on Eurojust and the European Public Prosecutor’s Office (EPPO), external relations.
Specific tasks in the area of European judicial training include: drafting of policy papers, consultation documents and the yearly statistical report; promoting guidelines on training methodologies and quality criteria; contributing to the European e-Justice Portal on content and dissemination issues; taking part in evaluations of training projects for EU funding; organising and participating in inter-service and stakeholders' meetings or conferences; liaising with other Commission services active in training; preparing speeches and briefings for the hierarchy/Commissioner /Cabinet.

	The following eligibility criteria must be fulfilled by the candidate in order to be seconded to the Commission. Consequently, the candidate who does not fulfil all of these criteria will be automatically eliminated from the selection process.

Professional experience: at least three years of professional experience in administrative, legal, scientific, technical, advisory or supervisory functions which are equivalent to those of function group AD;

Seniority: candidates must have at least one year seniority with their employer, that means having worked for an eligible employer as described in Art. 1 of the SNE decision on a permanent or contract basis for at least one year before the secondment;
•
Linguistic skills: thorough knowledge of one of the EU languages and a satisfactory knowledge of another EU language to the extent necessary for the performance of the duties. SNE from a third country must produce evidence of a thorough knowledge of one EU language necessary for the performance of his duties.

	Candidates should send their application according to the Europass CV format (http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/en/documents/curriculum-vitae) in English, French or German only to the Permanent Representation / Diplomatic Mission to the EU of their country, which will forward it to the competent services of the Commission within the deadline fixed by the latter. The CV must mention the date of birth and the nationality of the candidate. Not respecting this procedure or deadlines will automatically invalidate the application.
Candidates are asked not to add any other documents (such as copy of passport, copy of degrees or certificate of professional experience, etc.). If necessary, these will be requested at a later stage.

	Conditions of the secondment:

	
	The secondment will be governed by the Commission Decision C(2008)6866 of 12/11/2008 laying down rules on the secondment to the Commission of national experts and national experts in professional training (SNE Decision). This decision is available on http://ec.europa.eu/civil_service/job/sne/index_en.htm.

The SNE will remain employed and remunerated by his/her employer during the secondment. He/she will equally remain covered by the national social security system. 
Unless for cost-free SNE, allowances may be granted by the Commission to SNE fulfilling the conditions provided for in Art. 17 of the SNE decision. 
During the secondment, SNE are subject to confidentiality, loyalty and absence of conflict of interest obligations, as provided for in Art. 6 and 7 of the SNE Decision.
If any document is inexact, incomplete or missing, the application may be cancelled.
Staff posted in a European Union Delegation are required to have a security clearance (up to SECRET UE/EU SECRET level according to Commission Decision (EU, Euratom) 2015/444 of 13 March 2015, OJ L 72, 17.03.2015, p. 53).
The selected candidate has the obligation to launch the vetting procedure before getting the secondment confirmation.
